RYAN GLEN CAMDEN
PRESENTED BY THE HARRISON BAND BOOSTERS

ESTABLISHED MARCH 22, 2004
I.       Name

a. The name of the scholarship shall be The Ryan Camden Memorial Scholarship.

II. PURPOSE

a. To honor and preserve the memory of Mr. Ryan Glen Camden, who in his short time as an instrumental music teacher with the Harrison School District, touched the lives of many music students through his dedication and love of music.

b. To identify and honor a Harrison High School senior band member with           exemplary musical, academic and personal qualities.

c. To provide assistance to the recipient in the continuation of his/her education.

III. SELECTION COMMITTEE

a. The selection committee shall consist of the Harrison High School Band Director, Harrison Junior High Band Director, Harrison Assistant Band Director and the Harrison Band Booster Executive Board.  It shall be the responsibility of the selection committee to oversee the administration of the scholarship.  The administration shall consist of:
i. Nomination and final selection of recipient.
ii. Securing a plaque to be permanently displayed at the Harrison High School.
iii. Amending, by majority vote, policies governing the awarding of this scholarship.
iv. Evaluate recipient’s responsibilities as outlined in Section VIII of this document and submit scholarship payment as outlined in Section VII of this document, provided the student continues to meet requirements.
IV. CRITERIA FOR NOMINATION

a. Candidates for this award must meet the minimum criterion that follows:
i. Must be a graduating senior at Harrison High School.

ii. Have an overall grade point average of 3.25 on a 4.0 scale.

iii. Must be a member of the Harrison High School Band.

iv. Must have committed to attend an Arkansas university/college as a music major (performance or instrumental).

v. Must demonstrate in a definitive manner, a high level of musicianship and willingness to achieve.

V. NOMINATION OF CANDIDATES
a. Candidates shall complete and submit the scholarship form that shall be furnished by the Selection Committee.  The Selection Committee will then award this scholarship to one candidate that meets ALL of the criteria listed.  

THE SCHOLARSHIP WILL NOT BE AWARDED IF THERE IS NO       QUALIFIED CANDIDATE.
VI. SELECTION PROCESS

a. Students must submit the scholarship application form no later than April 15th of the school year.

b. Each candidate will be evaluated on his/her standing in relation to the criteria for nomination.

c. The recipient will be selected by the majority vote of the selection committee.

d. The name of the recipient shall remain confidential until presentation of the award is made at the annual Senior Awards Assembly or the Harrison High School Band spring concert, whichever is first.

VII. AWARDS
a. Payment of the scholarship fund will be made in two installments of $500.00 (one per semester and upon receipt of full time student verification) in the form of a check and remitted to the Arkansas university/college of matriculation on behalf of the recipient.
b. A permanent memorial plague will be maintained in honor of Ryan Glen Camden.

VIII. STUDENT RESPONSIBILTY

a. Full time student verification for each semester must be obtained from the University/College of matriculation by the recipient, and submitted to the SELECTION COMMITTEE.

b. The student who is the recipient of the scholarship must maintain university/college attendance and continue to demonstrate in a definitive manner, a high level of musicianship and willingness to achieve.

c. The student must maintain a grade point average of 2.50.

d. The student must carry 12 hours for classes per semester.
